Creating and Maintaining Web Sites

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Course Abstract:  Educators across the country are embracing Internet technology, and for good reason:  Web sites can be of tremendous value to students, parents, and teachers.  This course will provide you with the tools necessary to create and maintain a Web site.  

Benefits:

· A class Web site will make assignments and handouts available to students and parents.  We have all heard the infamous question, “I was out for five days.  Can you give me all of the work I missed?”  Now we can respond with five simple words:  
“Please check the Web site.”
· We are all aware of the importance of audience.  There’s a reason that students love to see their work published in a literary magazine or a math journal:  They thrive on the recognition of peers, parents, and instructors.  This larger audience, in turn, causes them to work even harder to develop their skills.  We have another answer, then, to a student’s question:  “Where is a forum to which I can submit my work so that it can be read by my teacher and peers and responded to by a community of learners?”  Now we can respond with five simple words:  

“Please check the Web site.”
Implementation:
· Making a Web site is easier than you might think.  There is no need to learn a programming language.  
· Maintaining it is even simpler.  Often it is just a matter of dragging, dropping, and clicking.  
· In fact, once it is set up, it is entirely possible to have students run the Web site for you.  
· You will not have to pay any money for a simple class Web site.
