I.  Administrative Items

· Mr. Moore agreed to bring in Understanding By Design by Wiggins and McTigue for a teacher and an administrator.
· Two hours of per session money will be given to each of the following CFI members for workshop preparation:  two teachers
· Four hours of per session money will be given to each member of the CFI for lesson plan preparation:  three teachers 

· Each CFI member will meet with an administrator independently to review the note taking lesson plans that he or she created.

· An administrator distributed a Times article about the success that MIT students had experienced when part of a program that emphasizes student-centered work and accountability.
· Teachers will be involved with cross-curricular work in the future.

· Each teacher will receive a memo indicating the workshop to which he or she has been assigned along with a brief course description.  

· Those attending one teacher’s course will be asked to “bring recent copies at syllabi from fall and spring to share with colleagues.”

II.  Professional Development Workshops
· An administrator and a teacher stressed that it was important that each instructor return to us with specific products that will be useful to us in future Data for Development articles, faculty presentations, CFI projects, and follow-up workshops.  
· We reviewed the teaching approach that would be used in each workshop, and then we discussed what should be produced by participants for each one.

· The Web Page Design and Electronic Grading Workshops
· They would be taught as they were last year.  
· The resulting surveys would make clear each instructor’s new URL or attitudes about grading software.

· The Daedalus Workshop 

· It would help teachers to improve student achievement by improving communication. 

· The resulting survey would make clear that teachers intend to use Daedalus.

· The Cross-Curricular Collaboration Workshop

· It would use the UBD model to help teachers brainstorm about possible ways to collaborate relating to a particular topic, such as the Renaissance or ancient Greece.

· The resulting survey and completed worksheets would detail such ideas.

· The Note Taking Workshop

· This might involve might involve strategies for modeling good note taking practice or techniques that students can use to take notes on a text.

· One goal of the workshop would be to impress upon teachers the importance of note taking across disciplines, which includes the following:

· Have information available, participate in class, study more effectively, and make a review sheet.
· The Style Guide and AutoDesk Workshops will be further developed in the days ahead.
