I.  Wider Implementation of Inquiry Work for 2009-10

· Three departmental CFI teams would be formed:  English, Social Studies, and Math.

· One member of each department would be the Organizer for CFI Work.  This person would be responsible for the following:

· Entering data resulting from the project into the intuitive interface at the Program Office Web Site (laguardiaartsprogramoffice.org)

· Attending one CFI Meeting every two months to debrief to the other CFI teams

· Bringing questions or concerns to the attention of Ms. van Keulen or the original CFI Team

· Each of the three new CFI Organizers would also be asked to present briefly at certain faculty conferences.

· Each new team member would attend a professional development workshop on Inquiry Work led by a current CFI member.  This would explain the following to all future CFI members:

· SMART goal

· Target population

· Appropriate assessments

· Means of organizing and working with data

· Modifying instruction based on data

· (Possible) Basic use of Excel
II.  Cross-curricular Work

· The Cross-curricular Committee will give results to Alex Moore on Friday, May 29.
· These documents can be used to facilitate future curricular alignment between American Literature and U.S. History.

III.  The Scholastic Guide 

· The Guide will be made available to all students online and to select students and teachers in paper form.

· Further decisions will be made at a future Staff Development Meeting.
