A)  Primary Project:  Note Taking

· The initial note taking lessons could be taught on 10/15 and 10/24.
· We should be ready to communicate with the faculty during our meeting on Thursday, October 2.  

· We’ll review our original four lesson plans during the next CFI meeting.

· We will benefit from a teacher’s lesson plan and Powerpoint presentation, which she uses to teach the Cornell Notes system.

· We will post on the school Web site a video clip and handouts relating to note taking skills.

· Regarding the students who took part in the note taking study last year, we can continue to look at their grades, Regents examination scores, and Regents predictors to see if the note taking lessons helped them do better than their peers.

· We can continue to collect portfolios.  (We might pick four ninth graders in a teacher’s class.)
B)  Secondary Project:  Interdisciplinary Synergy
· In order to prepare for an alignment of the English curriculum that would better benefit students, two pairs of teachers could collaborate in order to produce interdisciplinary lesson plans and resources.

· Several teachers might be open to collaborating with their colleagues on such a project
C)  Secondary Project:  Cross-Curricular Writing Guide
· We could ask instructors to teach students to summarize using the style guide.

D)  Yellow Sheet

· We debated whether the Data for Development section of the Yellow Sheet should be simplified.

-Pro:  It would be more accessible.

-Con:  Data would be less meaningful.

· We proposed that the CFI Team present the APs and teachers with talking points the day before department conferences.
