We are excited to announce the extension of usage to all students of a program called Daedalus; now your guidance counselor will be just a click away.  For the first time, we are able to encourage you to apply for program changes online through this new system.  Daedalus will increase communication between you and your counselor.  It will certainly not replace your face-to-face interaction, however.  Your guidance counselor will receive the e-mail that you send through Daedalus and contact you with an appointment.  
If you have difficulty accessing Daedalus, there is no need to be concerned:  You have another option.  With your Program Change Form in hand, meet with your guidance counselor on one of the following dates:  
Seniors: Monday, Dec 17; Tuesday, Dec 18; Wednesday, Dec 19.
Juniors: Thursday, Dec 20; Friday, Dec 21; Wednesday, Jan 2.
Sophomores: Thursday, Jan 3; Friday, Jan 4.
Freshmen: Monday, Jan 7; Tuesday, Jan 8.
We encourage you to see for yourself how easy and convenient communicating with counselors can be with the Daedalus system.  Seniors are already experiencing the benefits of this program as they use it to apply for college.  Daedalus is no longer just for seniors.  Now all LaGuardia students will have the chance to familiarize themselves with this useful program.  We trust that you will find Daedalus to be helpful and intuitive.
