Workshop:  
Creating Lesson Plans for the Introduction of the Writing Style Guide
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Reason for Offering the Workshop:  The workshop is meant to introduce educators to our Writing Style Guide and generate lesson plans that could then be used by teachers to encourage student use of this resource. 

Aim:  What is the Writing Style Guide, and how can I encourage students to use it?

Instructional Objectives:  

· Educators will familiarize themselves with The Writing Style Guide.  

· Teachers will develop means of encouraging students to use the Guide.
Performance Objectives:

· Teachers will participate in a discussion about ways to integrate studio content into the Guide.

· Each educator will design a simple lesson plan that is meant to introduce students to the Writing Style Guide and encourage them to make use of it (collected). 

Materials:  lesson plan template handouts, copies of the Writing Style Guide. 
	Activity
	Mode of Instruction
	Time

	Ask teachers to look through the Guide and prepare themselves to answer the following question:  How could the LaGuardia Writing Style Guide be useful to students in your classes?
	Focused activity
	5 minutes

	Ask teachers what writing style information from the studios could be incorporated into the Writing Style Guide.
	Educator-led discussion 
	5 minutes

	Ask teachers to work with a partner as they design a lesson plan that would encourage students to use the Guide.  Although each teacher is working on an individual plan, he or she should discuss ideas with the partner from a different discipline.  The lesson plan should do the following:

1)  Make clear what specific part of the Writing Style Guide will be useful to your students.

2)  Help students to use this part of the Writing Style Guide.

3)  Hold then accountable for using it.  
	Direct instruction
	5 minutes

	Working with a partner, each teacher fills out the skeleton of a lesson plan on teaching note taking in that educator’s subject area.
	Pair activity
	40 minutes

	Each teacher explains what he or she created.
	Share out
	10 minutes

	Teachers are asked the following questions:

1)  How realistic is it that you would implement your plan? 

2)  How would you assess the success of the plan so that you could revise it as necessary?
	Educator-led discussion (Summary)
	5 minutes

	Teachers are asked to complete a survey that will help us to improve upon this workshop if it is offered again in the future.
	Survey
